Both in 2014 and 2013, he is nominated for The Cisneros Fontanals Art Foundation’s Grants & Comissions Program (based in Miami, USA) as an outstanding mid-carreer artist. In 2013, David Cury accomplishes the site specific work Shallow is the grave of the living at the Museum of Contemporary Art of Ceará, in Fortaleza. 
In 2012, the artist takes part in "From the margin to the edge" at Somerset House in London, with the installation It is sex what men lie with, as dwarves begging to ascend. In 2011, he participates in "Construction and Deconstruction at Brazilian Contemporary Art/1990s through Today" (the Europalia Biennale, 2011) in Brussels, with the intervention in situ Corumbiara is not Columbine. 
In 2010, he is a guest artist at the 29th São Paulo International Art Biennale with the installation Antônio the Counselor did not follow the advice. In 2010, he is a nominee for the PIPA Award (an annual prize sponsored by art investors based in Rio de Janeiro for the most outstanding Brazilian visual artists). 
In 2009, the artist accomplishes a solo exhibition at the Monumental Space galleries of the Rio de Janeiro Museum of Modern Art. In 2008, he shows the site specific work Hydrahera in Conceição Hill, downtown Rio. In 2007, David Cury realizes the solo exhibition Fire is shadow, at Oeste Gallery, in São Paulo. 
In 2006, he presents the site specific work Whereabouts at the Leopoldina-Barão de Mauá Train Station, in Rio, and integrates the group show "10 +1: the recent years’ Brazilian contemporary art" at the Tomie Ohtake Institute, in São Paulo, "Large formats" (at the Rio de Janeiro Museum of Modern Art) and "Brazilian contemporary art nowadays/The Gilberto Chateaubriand Collection" at Santander Cultural in Porto Alegre, with the installation All men slept with their mothers. Some women, with their fathers. 
In 2005, the artist accomplishes the site specific work There are positions as gravediggers for landless workers at Carreau du Temple, in Paris. He also integrates group shows such as "Today’s Brazilian contemporary art/The Gilberto Chateaubriand Collection" and "Chroma" at the Museum of Modern Art, in Rio.
